Language goals: In this integrated skills course, special emphasis will be given to building your:
· Listening skills by listening to and analyzing TED Talks.
· Writing skills by analyzing speeches and completing writing reflections about them.
· Reading skills by analyzing the text of speeches.
· Speaking skills by giving speeches and focusing on pronunciation, understandability, and fluency. Special attention will be given to suprasegmantals (or prosodic features) of speech.
Critical thinking skill goals:
· Critique speeches/speakers and offer suggestions for improvement.
